Body - Kinesthetic

Bow down to other
gods

Bowing down exposes
the back of the neck and
makes one vulnerable to
a surprise attack.
Choosing to bow down
means we have
confidence that we will
be okay - or that we are
ready to take a risk.

What in our lives would
engender such devotion
that we would make
ourselves physically
vulnerable?

Clear some space and bow
down in either the yoga
position known as child’s
pose or in the Muslim
prayer position.

Notice what you can see -
probably not much other
than the floor if you keep
your eyes open.

Notice what this does
with your internal organs,
especially if you do not
adopt this position very
often. (I find everything
between my pelvis and
shoulders gets scrunched
up and it can be a bit
suffocating.)

How does it feel to have
your back so exposed?
Your backside?

Try to stay in this
position for a full minute
and notice what it does to
your body and mind. Are
you able to relax into it or
are you tense?

She confronts him with
the possibility. He
replies, “Is that really
what you think of me?
